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Electoral Reform Summit

Concept for Making Possible the Electoral Reform Act of 2015
Background. Public consciousness about the poor state of US democracy has been growing for a quarter-century. The Supreme Court judgment with respect to CITIZENS UNITED helped confirm to many that all three branches of the government, not merely the legislative and executive branches, have been captured by corporate interests. In this context many have begun to understand that there is no difference between the two political parties that monopolize ballot access and political power. While Electoral Reform has been recognized as a remedy for some time, it only jumped into the mainstream when Occupy created an Electoral Reform Working Group in 2011. Although Occupy – and the Electoral Reform Working Group – did not achieve traction, they set the stage – along with many other prior events including the candidacy of Ross Perot for President in 1992 and 1996 – for a national movement whose time appears to have come.
